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The card has  2  
x  36    circles  -  
each with a 
special value in 
the analysis 
program.

4     2    &    1, i.e. 
by marking 4 crosses  
in    8     4    2    1    ς 
program reads   = 15

Add number by clicking  
empty grid box. 

 
Erase = click  X in  grid.
